Council Meeting
May 14, 2013

Mayor Pro Tem William Thomas called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM in the Council
Chambers of Algona City Hall. He initiated the flag salute. Roll call was taken with Council
members Tim Fairley, Ed Britz, Lynda Osborn and Paul Mallary was present. Staff members
present were Diana Quinn — City Administrator, Buster McGehee — Police Chief, Mayor Hill via
teleconference and Laurie Ulrich — Deputy City Clerk.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA -
The agenda was unanimously approved upon motion by Fairley; seconded by Britz.

Councilmember Fairley: None

Councilmember Thomas: He read the National Law Enforcement Week proclamation and
presented it to Buster. See attached proclamation.

Councilmember Britz: He said he is hanging up his Algona Days car show cap and is passing
on the task.

Councilmember Osborn: She met with T.J. Schneider and presented him with a check for his
project he is doing at Alpac Elementary for his Boy Scout project.

Councilmember Mallary: None

Diana Quinn — She gave the monthly stat update for the administration department. She
received a request from Terra Dynamics about installing a meter on the fire hydrant located
near their business for water use of their trucks. She attended the MSWAC meeting and they
are forming a finance committee that she will become a part of that committee. They are still
working on the placement of the transfer station. She said Mayor Hill wrote a letter to Pat
McLaughlin, Division Director, regarding the placement of the transfer station in Algona. The
issues involve the revenue impacts of an expanded transfer station’s encroachment into our
planned commercial center and a procedural concern regarding the County’s pursuit of an
expanded facility during our GMA-mandated comprehensive plan update. Our current
comprehensive plan has designated the West Valley Highway area as a center for future retail
development. Our second point is that Algona is updating its comprehensive plan as required by
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the Growth Management Act that is due in 2014. In their response, they said they would like to
know about the City of Algona’s lost tax revenue. Although that would not be part of the
environment of the Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) and they do not believe that it is
required to pay a city for lost tax revenue as a result of siting a solid waste facility in a city.
However they are interested in knowing what the likely tax consequences would be to a host
city, so that information can be included in the decision-making process. Therefore, the County
has chosen to prepare an economic impact study that will evaluate the potential tax
consequences to potential host cities for the alternative sites being evaluated. They said they
are looking forward to participating with Algona in its comprehensive plan process. She said we
are purchasing a new phone system that should be installed by July. They are currently running
the new wire needed for the new phone system.

Buster McGehee — He recognized the National Law Enforcement week of May 12" — May 18,
2013. He received a letter of recognition from the VRFA for Officer Stephens help in performing
CPR on a person while waiting for the paramedics to arrive. He received a letter from the
Washington State Criminal Justice Training Commission for meeting the state requirements of
WAGC 139-05-300 for 24 hours of annual in-service training for our police officers.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION -

Stacey Sippo — 1025 Celery Avenue — She went on a ride-a-long with Officer Stephens and she
commented on what a great job he did along with the department. She was very appreciative of
the work they do.

Mayor Hill — He gave an update of the status from the Boeing plume testing. He said the
Department of Ecology has said they will be doing vapor intrusion testing of 28 homes in
Algona. He mentioned the probe testing came back good with no contamination.

Wayne Lindy — 316 Broadway Blvd. — He asked Mayor Hill if he had been in contact with the
attorney in California? Mayor Hill said no he had not.

COUNCIL DISCUSSION ITEMS —

A. An Ordinance of the City of Algona, Washington approving a six-month increase in the
Mayor's salary; providing for severability; and establishing an effective date. Diana
handed out a timeline spent with the Boging plume along with the transfer station issues.
The consensus of the Councilmember’s was in favor of the increase.

B. An Ordinance of the City of Algona, Washington amending Ordinance No. 1069-12, the
2013 Budget Ordinance, by authorizing unanticipated expenditures in the general fund
due to a temporary increase in the Mayor’s salary for a 6 month period.

C. Addendum to the Interlocal Agreement between the City of Algona and the City of
Pacific for municipal court services and facilities. Buster talked about this being 2™
touch. He said they looked at King County compared to City of Pacific and found that it
was not cost effective to switch so we clarified the costs with the City of Pacific.

B. Resolution 1072-13, A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Algona,
Washington, authorizing the purchase of a 2006 vactor 2100, and waiving competitive
bidding requirements due to special market conditions. Motion to approve Resolution
1072-13 by Fairley; seconded by Britz. Unanimously approved.

C. Resolution 1073-13, A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Algona,
Washington, authorizing the Mayor to confirm the engagement of Foster Pepper, PLLC
for legal services relating to The Boeing plume contamination. Motion to approve
Resolution 1073-13 by Fairley; seconded by Britz. Unanimously approved.
