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Mayor’s Message

Regarding the Boeing Plume

Algona will be issuing permits for additional test wells and push probes in the next
couple of weeks. Boeing has agreed to place three multilevel test wells in or near the
city. We were requesting additional multilevel wells as part of the planning process.
Although Boeing was reluctant at first, they ended up agreeing to the additional wells.
The exact dates have not been determined as to when they will be drilling the wells or

performing the push probes.

In the last year, Boeing has completed two rounds of indoor air testing on selected
properties. Some properties elected out of the second round of indoor air testing.
Boeing has also done some testing of the ditch water and yard water. The good news

is the low concentrations of the chemicals.

The Washington Department of Ecology has reviewed the test results and Algona’s
scientists have also reviewed the results. Algona’s representatives have been included
in the planning and execution on a weekly basis. Our scientists are included in a
weekly technical conference call and | speak weekly with representatives from Wash-
ington Department of Ecology, King County Department of Health and the Washing-
ton Department of Health. | am also in regular contact with Landau (Boeings contrac-
tor) and Boeing management. Although the investigation has been going well, we still
have a long way to go. We need to be sure we know the exact boundaries of the

plume before Boeing can start cleanup. | do not expect cleanup to start until 2018.
